Yarn: Worsted Weight Yarn (Size 4) – Your Color Choice     

(Photographed Color: Vanna’s Choice Aqua)  

Recommended Brands: Vanna’s Choice, Loops and Thread Impeccable and I Love This Yarn  

Hook:  K – 6.50MM   

Additional Supplies: Tapestry Needle, Scissors & Measuring Tape   

HDC Gauge using K Hook - 4X4 Inch Square: 12 Sts & 10 Rows.   

Common Stitches & Abbreviations   

Ch - Chain; Sc - Single Crochet; Hdc - Half Double Crochet; Dc – Double Crochet;  

Sl St - Slip Stitch; ** - Repeat Around, St - Stitch; (7) - The Number of Stitches in that round/row.    

Join: When ending the round, you will join with a sl st into the 1st st (NOT the Ch 1)   

Notes: Ch 1 will NOT count as a st when you are joining the rounds.

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Special Stitch and Abbreviation:  

Treble Stitch (tr) - Yarn Over Twice, Insert the hook into the stitch you want to make the 
treble in, Yarn Over, pull the loop up, you now have 4 loops on your hook.  Yarn Over, Pull the 
yarn through the first two loops, Yarn Over, Pull the yarn through the next two loops, Yarn 
Over, pull the yarn through the last 2 loops.  You have now made a Treble Stitch. 
 

START HERE FOR ALL BONNET SIZES:  
(0-3M, 3-6M, 6-12M, 1-2Y and 3-10 Y) 
You Need Your K Hook and Your Color Choice of Yarn. 
Make a Magic ring, 
RND 1: Ch 1, 7 sc in loop, join with a sl st in the 1st sc, pull tight (7) 
RND 2: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 2 hdc in each st, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join.  (14)  
RND 3: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next st, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next st*, 
Repeat *, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join. (21)    
RND 4: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next 2 sts, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 2 sts*, 
Repeat*, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join. (28)    
RND 5: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next 3 sts, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 3 sts*, 
Repeat*, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join.  (35)    
CONTINUE TO THE SECTION OF THE SIZE YOU ARE MAKING 
 

0-3 Months: (13-14” Circumference and 5.5 Inches Tall) 
RND 6: Ch 1, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st and each st across, end with 1 sc in same st as ch 1, 
do not join.  (36) 
You will now be working in rows and not rounds, do not join at the end.   
ROW 7: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 4 sc, ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in the last 2 sc, do not join. (22 sc) 
ROW 8: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, skip next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next 
sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last 2 sc, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in last sc, do not join. (43 sc) 
ROW 9: Ch 6 (counts as 1 tr and ch 2) and turn, skip this st and next st, 1 sc in next 3 sc, *ch 5, 
skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, Repeat*, to last 2 sc, ch 2, 1 tr in last sc, do not join.  (21 sc & 2 tr) 
ROW 10: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in 1st tr, 2 sc in next ch 2 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, *5 sc in next 
ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last ch 2 arch, 2 sc in last ch 2 arch 
(of the ch 6 of the row before), 1 sc in 4th of the ch 6 of previous row, do not join. (43 sc) 
ROW 11: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 5 sc, ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in last 2 sc, do not join.  (22 sc) 
Repeat Rows 8-11 until the bonnet measures 5 inches tall for newborn or 5.5 inches tall for 1-3 
month old, ending with Row 8 or 10.  Do not finish off, continue to Bonnet Ties.  
Bonnet Tie 1: Ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in each ch across.  (80 hdc)  Finish and 
continue to other tie.   
Bonnet Tie 2: Join on the other side of the bonnet, ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in 
each ch across. (80 hdc). Finish off.  
Finish off and weave in all loose ends.  The bonnet ties should start to curl up (as shown in 
photo), if it doesn’t curl up like you want, you can roll it up to give it more curl.

RND 6: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts*  
Repeat*, join. (41) 
You will now be working in rows and not rounds, do not join at the end.   
RND 7: Ch 1, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st and each st across, do not join.  (41) 
ROW 8: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 4 sc, ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in the last 2 sc, do not join. (25 sc) 
ROW 9: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, skip next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next 
sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last 2 sc, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in last sc, do not join. (49 sc) 
ROW 10: Ch 6 (counts as 1 tr and ch 2) and turn, skip this st and next st, 1 sc in next 3 sc, *ch 5, 
skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, Repeat*, to last 2 sc, ch 2, 1 tr in last sc, do not join.  (24 sc & 2 tr) 
ROW 11: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in 1st tr, 2 sc in next ch 2 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, *5 sc in next 
ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last ch 2 arch, 2 sc in last ch 2 arch 
(of the ch 6 of the row before), 1 sc in 4th of the ch 6 of previous row, do not join.  (49 sc) 
ROW 12: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 5 sc, ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in last 2 sc, do not join.  (25 sc) 
Repeat Rows 9-12 until the bonnet measures 6 inches tall, ending with Row 9 or 11.  Do not 
finish off, continue to Bonnet Ties.  
Bonnet Tie 1: Ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in each ch across.  (80 hdc)  Finish and 
continue to other tie.   
Bonnet Tie 2: Join on the other side of the bonnet, ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in 
each ch across. (80 hdc). Finish off.  
Finish off and weave in all loose ends.  The bonnet ties should start to curl up (as shown in 
photo), if it doesn’t curl up like you want, you can roll it up to give it more curl.   
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6-12 Months: (16-18” Circumference and 6.5 Inches Tall)  
(Continued from Page 2) 
RND 6: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts*  
Repeat*, join. (41) 
You will now be working in rows and not rounds, do not join at the end.   
ROW 7: Ch 1, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st and each st across, do not join.  (41) 
ROW 8: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 4 sc, ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in the last 2 sc, do not join. (25 sc) 
ROW 9: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, skip next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next 
sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last 2 sc, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in last sc, do not join. (49 sc) 
ROW 10: Ch 6 (counts as 1 tr and ch 2) and turn, skip this st and next st, 1 sc in next 3 sc, *ch 5, 
skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, Repeat*, to last 2 sc, ch 2, 1 tr in last sc, do not join.  (24 sc & 2 tr) 
ROW 11: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in 1st tr, 2 sc in next ch 2 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, *5 sc in next 
ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last ch 2 arch, 2 sc in last ch 2 arch 
(of the ch 6 of the row before), 1 sc in 4th of the ch 6 of previous row, do not join.  (49 sc) 
ROW 12: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 5 sc, ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in last 2 sc, do not join.  (25 sc) 
Repeat Rows 9-12 until the bonnet measures 6.5 inches tall, ending with Row 9 or 11.  Do not 
finish off, continue to Bonnet Ties.  
Bonnet Tie 1: Ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in each ch across.  (80 hdc)  Finish and 
continue to other tie.   
Bonnet Tie 2: Join on the other side of the bonnet, ch 42, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in 
each ch across. (80 hdc). Finish off.  
Finish off and weave in all loose ends.  The bonnet ties should start to curl up (as shown in 
photo), if it doesn’t curl up like you want, you can roll it up to give it more curl.   
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1-2 Years: (18-20” Circumference and 7 Inches Tall)  
(Continued from Page 2) 
RND 6: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts*  
Repeat*, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join. (42) 
RND 7: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, *2 hdc in next st, 1 hdc in next 20 sts*, Repeat*, end with 1 hdc 
in same st as ch 1, join. (45) 
You will now be working in rows and not rounds, do not join at the end.   
ROW 8: Ch 1, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st and each st across, end with 1 sc in same st as ch 1, 
do not join.  (46) 
ROW 9: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 4 sc, ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in the last 2 sc, do not join. (28 sc) 
ROW 10: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, skip next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in 
next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last 2 sc, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in last sc, do not join. (55 sc) 
ROW 11: Ch 6 (counts as 1 tr and ch 2) and turn, skip this st and next st, 1 sc in next 3 sc, *ch 5, 
skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, Repeat*, to last 2 sc, ch 2, 1 tr in last sc, do not join.  (27 sc & 2 tr) 
ROW 12: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in 1st tr, 2 sc in next ch 2 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, *5 sc in next 
ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last ch 2 arch, 2 sc in last ch 2 arch 
(of the ch 6 of the row before), 1 sc in 4th of the ch 6 of previous row, do not join. (55 sc) 
ROW 13: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 5 sc, ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in last 2 sc, do not join.  (28 sc) 
Repeat Rows 10-13 until the bonnet measures 7 inches tall, ending with Row 10 or 12.  Do not 
finish off, continue to Bonnet Ties.  
Bonnet Tie 1: Ch 52, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in each ch across.  (100 hdc)  Finish and 
continue to other tie.   
Bonnet Tie 2: Join on the other side of the bonnet, ch 52, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in 
each ch across. (100 hdc). Finish off.  
Finish off and weave in all loose ends.  The bonnet ties should start to curl up (as shown in 
photo), if it doesn’t curl up like you want, you can roll it up to give it more curl.   
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Child Size 3-10 Years: (19-20” Circumference and 7.5 Inches Tall)  
(Continued from Page 2) 
RND 6: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in the next 4 sts, *2 hdc in the next st, 1 hdc in next 4 sts*, 
Repeat*, end with 1 hdc same st as ch 1, join. (42)   
RND 7: Ch 1, 1 hdc in same st, 1 hdc in the next 5 sts, *2 hdc in the next st, 1 hdc in next 5 sts*, 
Repeat*, end with 1 hdc in same st as ch 1, join. (49) 
You will now be working in rows and not rounds, do not join at the end.   
ROW 8: Ch 1, 1 sc in same st, 2 sc in next st, 1 sc in each st around, end with 1 sc in same st as 
ch 1, do not join.  (51)  
ROW 9: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 4 sc, ch 5, skip 2 sc, 1 sc in the last 2 sc, do not join. (31 sc) 
ROW 10: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, skip next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in 
next sc, skip 1 sc*, Repeat*, until last 2 sc, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in last sc, do not join. (61 sc) 
ROW 11: Ch 6 (counts as 1 tr and ch 2) and turn, skip this st and next st, 1 sc in next 3 sc, *ch 5, 
skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, Repeat*, to last 2 sc, ch 2, 1 tr in last sc, do not join.  (30 sc & 2 tr) 
ROW 12: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in 1st tr, 2 sc in next ch 2 arch, skip 1 sc in next sc, *5 sc in next ch 5 
arch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc in next sc*, Repeat*, until last ch 2 arch, 2 sc in last ch 2 arch (of the ch 6 of 
the row before), 1 sc in 4th of the ch 6 of previous row, do not join. (61 sc) 
ROW 13: Ch 1 and turn, 1 sc in same st, 1 sc in next st, *ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in next 3 sc*, 
Repeat*, until last 5 sc, ch 5, skip 3 sc, 1 sc in last 2 sc, do not join.  (31 sc) 
Repeat Rows 10-13 until the bonnet measures 7 inches tall, ending with Row 10 or 12.  Do not 
finish off, continue to Bonnet Ties.  
Bonnet Tie 1: Ch 52, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in each ch across.  (100 hdc)  Finish and 
continue to other tie.   
Bonnet Tie 2: Join on the other side of the bonnet, ch 52, 2 hdc in 2nd ch from hook, 2 hdc in 
each ch across. (100 hdc). Finish off.  
Finish off and weave in all loose ends.  The bonnet ties should start to curl up (as shown in 
photo), if it doesn’t curl up like you want, you can roll it up to give it more curl.   
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
